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Well, they’re still out there. I recently purchased another WWII jeep, a 1943 GPW. I think it’s jeep number
10 but who’s counting... this is the Military Vehicle Collector’s club, right? I’ve been telling people that I
no longer have to look for military vehicle stuff — it finds me. Here’s the story of how this particular jeep
found its way to my house:

Back in October I was contacted by a gentleman in my area about how to price a jeep he wanted to sell. He
said the jeep had been in his family since his dad bought it from the first civilian owner in 1952, technically
making it a two-owner jeep, and that it had always been stored inside. He claimed it was 90% original (and I
was skeptical, having seen many “original” jeeps for sale). I asked for pictures and posted it in various mili-
tary vehicle club newsletters, hoping someone would take a look at it and give him a reasonable price

range. Weeks passed and nobody went to look at it. I had already told him in an email what I thought it
might be worth based on what I could see in the photos. so when he let me know he was still waiting to hear
from anybody I decided to make an offer. He countered with a “split the difference” price and I decided I had
to go take a look at it.

The jeep turned out to be a beautiful rust free example of an April, 1943 GPW with only a few bolt-on pieces
missing, but nothing modified or “bubbafied”. Even the original Ford front bumper was still there (although
slightly bent). Serial numbers matched on the frame and data plate. The engine serial number was only par-
tially visible but looked like it matched too. He even had a photo of the original hood number taken before he
applied a coat of OD paint, along with receipts for work and parts dating back to 1947. The jeep hadn’t run in
6 or 7 years, but it looked like it had a fresh tune up with new wires, plugs, points and coil.

Long story short, we agreed on the price, made the deal and GPW 110398 was mine -saved another

one! When I got it home, I bought and installed a new 6V battery, hooked up a temporary fuel tank (since it
needs fuel lines), checked the oil (clean and fresh) and fired it up on the first crank. When I cleaned off the
engine serial number I verified it is indeed a numbers matching jeep. Yep, they’re still out there! (No, it’s
not for sale... this one’s a keeper). I’ll bring it to Petaluma in April, but you have to promise not to drool on
it.
