The kids manned our .30 caliber, wore helmets and listened to stories, They were
very happy to receive MVCC patches for cracking the code (thank you Don Gomes) and I am certain that
they will want to someday own a military vehicle of their own someday. The kids were more than happy to
go back out on Sunday to pick up all the code papers from around the base.

Eagle Field is already on our calendar for June of 2019. We will be back with our Jeep and look forward to
seeing all those new friends to share more history, knowledge and camaraderie.
