Welcome all to Camp Plymouth take 2! Official dates are Tuesday September 15 through Saturday Septem-
ber 19, 2020. As usual RV sties at the 49'er Village have a 4 night minimum stay beginning Wednesday
September 16, 2020. Early birds are welcome with no increase in the daily rate of $55.00/night. 1 & 2 bed-
room cottages, also with a minimum stay beginning September 16 will have a rate of $225.00/night. Studio
cottages daily rate is $154.00/night.

For the most part, the sites the club was assigned in September 2019 is what we again will be using. If you
attended in September you have already been penciled into the same site. Some sites were not available to
us this year and for those effected a new site has been chosen for you. Don't worry if you don't remember
the site number from last year. I have the list and will fill out the space number on the registration for you.
Now in regards to the Amador County Fairgrounds and tent camping, the nightly rate for water/electric sites
is $40.00/night with a 4 night minimum stay.

I hope this note finds you and your family safe and well. As always, thank you for your support during these
challenging times.

There is no doubt that the tourism and museum industries are tremendously affected due to the COVID-19 pan-
demic. As a non-profit museum, our largest revenue source is generated from tour admissions, followed by do-
nations, overnights, and events. The majority of this revenue ceased to exist on March 13, 2020 and has tempo-
rarily changed our plans for operations in 2020. We continue to follow the trends throughout the world on reo-
pening of the economy and potential adjustments to our business.

As an outdoor venue and a visible symbol of freedom, we are uniquely positioned to meet or exceed physical
distancing and access requirements outlined for the reopening and operations of recreational parks and beaches.
When we do reopen, we will most likely experience reduced capacity programs and the elimination of programs
and areas that are unable to comply with physical distancing and safe operation. Until a treatment or vaccine
becomes available, we will more likely than not have significantly reduced revenues which will require the crea-
tive management of expenses.
